We hope that you find this weekly bulletin useful and informative.  With this we will apprise you of events and activities that will be happening on the construction site for the current weeks.

· The rest of the modular trailers located West of the E-wing will be picked up by a crane and loaded onto a truck and hauled to a parking lot on the other side of Children’s campus next week.  This truck will carry the trailers down NE 45th Street to Sandpoint Way.

· Excavators have mobilized onto the project and will be doing dirt moving this week in order to prepare for a new access into the project.  There will be light trucking in and out of the project for this work.  

· Sellen construction trailers located by the Whale garage will be relocated and moved away from the H-wing in order to prepare for demolition to begin the first of April.  A mesh safety net is being installed on the Whale Garage to separate the garage from the building demolition.

· Trees and shrubs around the area of the playground located East of E-wing will continue to be prepped for relocation.  Tree relocation will be ongoing this week.

· There will be large material deliveries this week.  This means semi-truck and trailers entering from NE 45th Street to offload their trucks East of the E-wing.  Rough terrain forklifts will be driving up and down the fire lanes to assist with off-loading materials.

· Soft demolition is ongoing in the existing H-wing.  Furniture and cabinets have been removed from the building.  Debris is being removed in debris buckets outside of the building, carried by forklifts, and contained in dumpsters.  These dumpsters are picked up and hauled to a disposal facility on a daily basis.

· Utility crews are preparing to do utility shut downs in the H-wing. They will be cutting and capping electrical and mechanical lines to demolish H-wing systems permanently.
