· equipment will begin to be mobilized onto the project this Friday to prepare for mass excavation to begin the week of May 10th.

· Shoring materials and equipment are scheduled to arrive to the project this Friday.  There will be deliveries of steel soldier piles and auger (drilling) equipment.  A crane will be brought to the project to lift these steel piles in the following weeks to come.

· The first phase of the cladding removal on G-Wing will be complete early this week.

· The bulk of the H-Wing structural demolition will be done this week.  The noise level outside will continue to be similar to that of the last two weeks.  Most of the building is on the ground and will be mostly removed by the end of the week.  Then we will begin to break up and dig up the site concrete foundations. Trucks will continue to haul the debris offsite.

· Mechanical and electrical contractors are continuing to relocate and remove existing utilities in preparation for the next demolition phase of E-Wing. There will not be any significant noise impacts for this utility work.

· Layout for shoring wall and mass excavation work will be ongoing.  There will not be any noise impact associated with this layout work.

· Thank you for your continued tolerance and support of Children’s during our construction. We know it can be difficult.
