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DECEMBER 8, 2003 – DECEMBER 19, 2003
· Seattle City Light has started work along the property line between Laurelon Terrace and Children’s. This work will take about one month to complete and will involve some power outages to some homes in Laurelon Terrace. City Light will provide you at least 24 hours advance notice of power outages. If you have questions for City Light, please contact their call center at 684-3000.  
· Work activities on 50th Street, between the Ronald McDonald House and Sandpoint Way, are well underway.  A new sidewalk will be built in this area to accommodate patients and their families walking to and from.

· Sandblasting activities will be occurring periodically toward the end of this time period.  This work is noisy.
· A new ramp to facilitate strollers and wheelchairs is taking shape at the northwest corner of the construction site.  The walls have been formed and concrete work will be completed during this timeframe.  This work is taking place near the hospital’s main entry and at the very north end of the Laurelon area (north of the vegetable garden).  

· Retaining walls, sidewalks, curbs and gutters are continuing to take shape forming the new main entrance driveway to the building.  Concrete deliveries will be continuing intermittently throughout this time period.

· More loads of dirt, more tree relocations, and irrigation and landscaping activities will all be underway during this time period.

· The Level 1 café finish materials are being delivered and installed.  Ice-cream and coffee equipment will soon be installed in this area.

· Artwork that is incorporated into the walls is now being installed on Levels 2 and 3.  Sheet vinyl work on Level 4 will be completed during this timeframe.  

· We do not have a timeline or new information to report at this time about repairing the ravine drainage problem.
