· Mass excavation is continuing to move west across the site and will be ongoing this week.  Trucking and noise volumes will be similar to that of last few weeks.  A sweeper truck will be working the surrounding streets to keep dirt picked up and public roads clean.

· Carpenters are beginning formwork for building footings on the East side of the project.  The tower crane footing will be excavated, formed and poured this week.  The tower crane is scheduled to arrive next week.

· Shoring operations are ongoing on the east side of the project. Tie-back and lagging installation is underway.  There will be more semi truckloads of timber lagging brought to the jobsite this week.  Noise levels for site work will be similar to that of last week.

· The hospital will move out of the last floor in E-Wing this week.  Construction crews are working to cut and cap systems serving E-Wing in order to prepare for demolition to begin next week.  We know the demolition disturbance can be difficult and appreciate your patience during this phase of the project, we will make it happen as quickly as possible.

· Site utility work will be ongoing this week.  They will be installing storm pipe and drainage structures.  Concrete trucks will deliver CDF (control density fill) to fill up portions of the utility trench that are along side the shoring wall on the south side of the project.

· Seattle City Light will be making connections near the SE corner of the site for our temporary power service this week.
