· For approximately the next 2 weeks, one lane of NE 45th Street will be closed near the primary construction entrance, between 43rd Ave NE and 42nd Ave NE, for utility work. The closure will occur from 8 AM until 5 PM for approximately two weeks. Flaggers will be present at all times during closure to allow for safe passage of vehicles and pedestrians. 
· Roofing activity is continuing on Level 6 and should be finishing up this week, pending proper weather conditions.

· Window system installation will continue this week.  You may notice workers placing these systems at the openings at the south and west ends of the building this week.  Most of the work will be at ground and third story levels.

· Crews are continuing framing with metal studs on Level 1 for interior walls.  Exterior metal stud framing continues on Levels 4, 5 and 6.
· Fireproofing of the structural steel will continue this week on Level 6.  Temperatures may drop to freezing, in which case temporary heat will be necessary and when needed, heaters will continue to run 24 hours a day inside the new building on the levels being fireproofed.
· Mechanical and electrical rough in work will be ongoing this week and is nearing completion on Level 1 in the ceilings and utility tunnels.  Crews will also be working on Level 2 throughout the week. This work will not be noisy, but you may notice large semi truckloads of pipe, duct and conduit being delivered to the project.
