· Crews will be in the process of constructing forms and placing the concrete walls around the mechanical equipment located at the southeastern corner of the jobsite. You may notice concrete trucks entering and exiting the jobsite.

· Window system installation will continue this week on Level 5.  You may notice workers placing these systems at the openings at the south and west ends of the building this week. 
· The installation of the metal stud framing is also ongoing on Level 2. You may notice trucks delivering metal stud framing entering and exiting the jobsite.
· Mechanical and electrical rough in work will be ongoing this week on Level 2.  This work will not be noisy, but you may notice large semi truckloads of pipe, duct and conduit being delivered to the project. 
· Another rooftop air handling unit will be arriving on Monday and will be off-loaded by the crane and placed on the roof.  This AHU will be delivered on several trucks. 
· Crews will be installing exterior framing along the east side of the building this week. 
· The sheet rocking of Level 1 will be starting this week and you may notice trucks delivering sheetrock entering and exiting the jobsite.
