Citizens Advisory Committee Responsibilities • 2/22/07
This document is intended to provide a general description of the roles and responsibilities of the Children’s Hospital Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) as outlined in Seattle Municipal Code (SMC), Chapter 23.69.  
Role of the Citizens Advisory Committee
The primary role of the CAC is to work with Children’s Hospital and the City of Seattle to develop a major institution master plan that balances Children’s need to further develop its Laurelhurst facilities with the need to minimize the impact of such development on the surrounding neighborhood.  
Based on the purpose and intent defined in SMC 23.69.002, the CAC will help identify and mitigate the potential impacts of future development at Children’s Laurelhurst campus on the surrounding community.  
The CAC will hold open meetings with Children’s Hospital and City of Seattle staff to develop the major institution master plan and resolve differences that may occur during plan development.
Responsibilities of the Citizens Advisory Committee 
During the major institution master plan development process the CAC will work with Children’s Hospital and City of Seattle staff to develop a concept plan to be submitted with the major institution master plan application; and develop and provide comment on the preliminary draft, draft, and final major institution master plan and Environmental Impact Statement (EIS).
At the conclusion of the major institution master plan development process the CAC will provide a written report of its findings and recommendations on the final master plan and EIS.  This report will be used by the Hearing Examiner and Seattle City Council in consideration of master plan approval.

Schedule and Time Requirements

The CAC is expected to convene the first week in May 2007 and meet regularly during the two-year major institution master plan approval period, through July 2009.  In general, the CAC will hold monthly meetings with the following exceptions:  
Late April/Early May 2007

Educational/orientation sessions will be held to provide background for all candidates.  Three sessions will likely be held to provide candidates with several attendance options.  
May 2007 through July 2007

During this time the CAC will work with Children’s Hospital and City of Seattle staff to develop a concept plan to be submitted with the major institution master plan application.  This process will require an intensified meeting schedule, with meetings occurring every two weeks.  CAC members should plan for one 2-3 hour Saturday work session.    
After Master Plan Adoption 
Members may choose to continue as advisors during master plan implementation, for a period of up to 15 years.  The committee will meet as necessary, but not less than once annually.
Membership Requirements 

In general, CAC members may be selected from local community groups, residents, property owners, and business persons; those using the services of Children’s Hospital; and individuals or organizations directly affected by the actions of Children’s Hospital.

CAC members should possess expertise or experience in neighborhood organization and issues, land use and zoning, architecture, landscape architecture, economic development, building development, education or medical services, ethnic communities/organizations, transportation planning, parent/patient groups.
The CAC will include:
· One person participating in neighborhood planning

· One general community or citywide organization representative

· One non-management representative from Children’s

· Four non-voting, ex-officio members to represent Children’s Hospital, Seattle Department of Planning and Development, Seattle Department of Neighborhoods, and Seattle Department of Transportation
