The Children’s Hospital and Regional Medical Center (CHRMC) Major Institutions Master Plan Citizens Advisory Committee (CAC) is charged with advising the City and CHRMC concerning the development of the new CHRMC  Institutions Master Plan (MIMP).  One of the statutory responsibilities of the CAC is to formally comment on the scope of any environmental review including alternatives to be considered.   
The CAC submitted an initial letter on the scoping process on September 5, 2007.  At the CAC meeting on September 26, 2007, the Laurelhurst Community Club presented a series of alternatives that they had provided to the City as part of their response to the scope of the Environmental Impact Statement (EIS.)  As part of this presentation, LCC’s consultant outlined information concerning bed need projections and other information supporting consideration of their alternatives.
After considering the proposals and information presented, the CHRMC CAC voted 13 to 0 with one abstention, to request that the LCC Alternatives, as described in the attachment, be included in the EIS for study. The CAC also urges CHRMC to consider these alternatives as they develop a new 4th alternative in their Master Plan evaluation.
